


District Returning Offices

Each electoral district has a Returning Office which
coordinates the election for the district. Each Returning
Office is staffed with a Returning Officer, an Election Clerk
and a Special Ballot Officer.

A listing of Returning Offices and contact information will
be published in local newspapers and on the Elections
Newfoundland and Labrador (ENL) website.

Are you on the Voters List?

Elections Newfoundland and Labrador is updating the
Voters List on a regular basis. Contact us if you have:

e recently turned 18

¢ changed residence

e recently moved to this Province
¢ changed your name

You can also contact ENL to confirm if you are on the
voters list or if you are in the correct electoral district.
Call 1-877-729-7987 to register or update your
information today!

Remember, the deadline to be added to the list is
Tuesday, October 4, 2011 at 8:00 p.m. NST.

Qualified electors have three voting methods available to
them:

1. Voting at the Regular Polls
2. Voting at the Advance Polls
3. Voting by Special Ballot

Voting at the regular polls will take place on Tuesday,
October 11, 2011 from 8:00 a.m. until 8:00 p.m. NST.

Voting at the advance polls will take place on Tuesday
October 4, 2011 from 8:00 a.m. until 8:00 p.m. NST.

Special Ballot voting is available to electors who feel that
they will be unable to vote in person at either the regular
or advance polls. Special Ballot voting begins province-
wide on Monday, August 22, 2011. Electors must apply
to vote by Special Ballot and can obtain applications
from:

e district Returning Offices

¢ 12 designated remote Special Ballot Offices (in the
communities of Burgeo, Ramea, Cartwright, LAnse au
Loup, Bell Island, Churchill Falls, St. Barbe, Trout River,
Fogo, Hopedale, Nain, Natuashish)

e Elections Newfoundland and Labrador (ENL)
headquarters and online at www.elections.gov.nl.ca

Designated remote Special Ballot Offices close on
October 1, 2011. The deadline to apply for a Special
Ballot is Tuesday, October 4, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. NST. The
deadline for ENL and the Returning Office to receive
completed Special Ballots is Wednesday, October 5, 2011
at 4:00 p.m. NST.

A person is eligible to vote if he/she is:

¢ a3 Canadian Citizen;

e at least 18 years of age;

¢ a resident of the Province the day before polling day;
and

e a resident of the district on polling day.

A qualified elector may vote even if his/her name is not
on the list of electors. He or she will have to take an oath
and produce the necessary identification at the polling
station.

Where to Vote

Once the election writ has been issued, polling station
locations will appear on the Elections Newfoundland and
Labrador website (www.elections.gov.nl.ca).

Elections Newfoundland and Labrador will also be
mailing Voter Information Letters to all electors on the
voters list. This letter will outline where to vote on
regular polling day and advance polling day. It is
important to note that this letter cannot be used as a
form of identification at the polls.
