
Using the Newfoundland and Labrador Provincial Election Results Tool 

Q: How do I find information about my district? 

A: Select the “Select a District” button at the top right hand side of the Elections Results page (circled in yellow):

Q: Where do I find the Voter Breakdown for an Electoral District?

Q: I am interested in viewing votes by party. How can I do this?  



A: You can learn more about the total votes for each registered party by viewing the vote tallies. Tallies can be found in the centre of the page.
