Subsequently, on November 14, 1990 a Writ of Election ordering the
election of a Member to serve in the House of Assembly for the
Electoral District of St. John's East was issued.

The Writ ordered nominations concluded by December 1, 1990 and the
Election to be held on December 11, 1990.

Three candidates were nominated, one representing the Liberal
Party, one representing the New Democratic Party and one
representing the Progressive Conservative Party.

Jack Harris of the New Democratic Party was elected. He was sworn
in as a member of the House of Assembly on December 24, 1990.

TRINITY NORTH

The resignation of Barry Hynes from the House of Assembly on
December 3, 1990 resulted in a vacancy in the House of Assembly for
the Electoral District of Trinity North.

Subsequently, on January 21, 1991 a Writ of Election ordering the
.election of a Member to serve in the House of Assembly for the
Electoral District of Trinity North was issued.

The Writ ordered Nominations concluded by February 9, 1991 and the
Election held on February 19, 1991.

Four Candidates were nominated, one independent, one representing
the Liberal Party, one representing the New Democratic Party and
one representing the Progressive Conservative Party.

Douglas 0ldford of the Liberal Party was elected. He was sworn in
as a Member of the House of Assembly on March 4, 1991.

Grants of Polls have been included in this document to help relate
statistics to people and places.

Many thanks to all election officials who conducted both by
elections.
